Pilot Project Research Training Grant Guidelines

Electronic copies of the forms and application materials are posted on http://health.usf.edu/publichealth/erc/NIOSH_pilot.htm.
1. Applications that do not follow the instructions or complete the forms correctly will not be accepted. Incomplete or late applications will also be rejected. 

2. General Guidelines: PI name and title of the project must be at the top of each page.  Font size must be 11 point Arial or larger.  Margins must be ½ inch or greater.

3. Face Page: Fill in each box on the application face page.  If you are a doctoral student or a medical resident, then you must have a faculty sponsor sign the grant application. For USF faculty and students who are applying for grant funding, the administrative official signing for your organization will be your department chair.  For non-USF individuals applying for funding, the administrative official would be who ever signs grant applications before they are mailed from your organization.

4. Abstract: An abstract should be a succinct synopsis that communicates the purpose, goals and objectives of the project. 

5. Budget: Fill in all boxes on the budget form.  The budget justification guidelines included in the template provide specific information.

6. Budget Justification: A specific set of instructions in the budget justification template is provided for the budget justification.  Be detailed in your budget justification.  Attach additional pages as necessary.

7. Biosketch: Follow the instructions and the form as presented.  

8. The Research Plan: A specific set of instructions is provided for the research plan template.  Please follow these instructions closely.

9. Protection of Human/Animal Subjects Approval:  Funds will not be released to the awardee until written documentation of IRB action (either approving the project or exempting the project) has been received.  An approval letter and/or the OF310 form are acceptable means of demonstrating approval.  It is essential that the title of the project and name of PI of the PPRT application and the IRB approval match.  Similarly, for animal subjects the title of the project and name of PI of the PPRT application and the IACUC approval match.
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
