July 1, 2005 – June 30, 2006
The full CPE Advisory Committee met two (2) times during this period.  The Subcommittee, which reviews new applications, program budgets and evaluations from completed activities, also met two (2) times during the same period.

The priorities for the year included implementation of the goals and objectives identified in the ACCME reaccreditation self-study, new program opportunities and the refinement of the business plan for the Center for Advanced Medical Learning and Simulation.
Accomplishments related to Continuing Medical Education:

1.
Implementation of web-module for CME Tracker to facilitate on-line registration.
2.
Sponsorship of 383 CME activities and 48 grand rounds that reached 33,795 physicians and 14,526 non physicians.
3.
Strategic planning retreat that included the OCPD (Office of Continuing Professional Development) 
and representatives of affiliate hospitals.  The COM received a 6 year re-accreditation with 
commendation from the ACCME in November 2002.  The retreat provided a venue to review the 
goals and objectives established for this accreditation period and to identify new goals to support the 
mission and priorities of the COM.
Accomplishments related to Center for Advanced Medical Learning and Simulation:

1. 
Refinement of the business plan related to simulation center/virtual hospital.

DSO Board met for the first time in February, 2006.

3.
Prepared 501C(3) application for submission to IRS in first quarter FY 2007.


4.
Received approval to build CAMLS (Center for Advanced Medical Learning and Simulation) on USF 

property in May, 2006.


5.
Drs. Klasko and Sutherland developed model for using the Center to work with specialty societies in 

the area of surgical skills training and simulation.  The first society approached was the American 

College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists and the second the American College of Surgeons.  OCPD 

is actively developing relationships with both.
