Information on Accessing USF Health Library Resources
for AHEC-affiliated Preceptors/Providers

In order for AHEC-affiliated community clinical faculty to access USF Health Library electronic resources, you must have both an HSCNet account and a USF ID card.  

How to request an HSCNet account:

· Go to the USF Health IT Web site at http://hsc.usf.edu/is
· Click on Request  New Account under Service Requests on the right side of the screen
· Select Role (select Non-USF – last choice on drop down menu)
· Fill in the information requested.  Under Department (workgroup), select COM AHEC (about 2/3 of the way down the list)

· In Justification box enter: USF AHEC community clinical faculty member requesting HSCNet account

· For USF contact, enter: Rimma McKnight, (813)974-3507

· Click Create a New Account Request
· Once your account request has been received and approved by USF, you will receive a username and password from the USF AHEC Program

How to obtain a USF ID card:

· Go to the USF AHEC Program Library Services website: www.health.usf.edu/ahec/library and click on USF ID Card application.  Print out and complete the application and mail as directed on the form.  Note that you must provide a copy of legal identification as well as a passport quality photo with your application.
