>>The LifeLink Foundation, in collaboration with the USF Division of Nephrology and Hypertension, Internal Medicine, recently received accreditation for its new Renal Transplant Fellowship training program. The fellowship will enhance educational opportunities for nephrology fellows and strengthen USF's ties with LifeLink.  TGH and Lifelink already provide four months of transplant rotation for USF nephrology fellows, and most Lifelink nephrologists have USF faculty appointments.  The one-year renal transplant fellowship is preceded by a two-year nephrology fellowship and a three-year internal medicine residency.  Physicians successfully completing the fellowship will be certified by the United Network for Organ Sharing. Rajendra Baliga, MD, assistant professor of medicine, is program director, and Debra Powell, USF Nephrology Division Administrator, will administer the program.
