The Division of Research Integrity & Compliance is involved in the oversight of the Human Research Protection Program at USF and at numerous affiliate sites. This federally-regulated program has numerous components one of which is the appropriate review and approval of research protocols by the IRB.  Until recently, the costs of providing these services were largely absorbed by the University.  However, as is practice at other similar institutions, we will partially recover the cost of these reviews from the sponsors and/or our affiliate partners.  The fee schedule for review of protocols by the IRB is provided below:

IRB fee will be waived for unfunded investigator-initiated clinical studies involving core USF/USF Health faculty and staff, undergraduate and graduate students, professional students, residents, and post-doctoral fellows.
