Committee Charges:

Block committees:  Work on completion of the Clerkship Development Summary sheet. Block committees include – Inpatient Internal Medicine/Pediatrics, Newborn/Maternal Health, Neuropsychiatry, Sites of Care, Surgery, Primary Care/Special Population/Longitudinal Clinic, Oncology, and Musculoskeletal/Dermatology.
ILC:
Consider the content that should be included in each clerkship related to the various topics in the ILC.  How can the ILC be identified as a thread through the entire clinical program while becoming part and parcel of each clerkship?

Communication:  Committee will organize communication with all constituencies.

Curricular oversight:  Committee will develop model for a new approach to oversight for the required courses in years 3 and 4.

Executive:  Will receive reports from each committee.  Will develop a plan for new faculty hires during this process.

Web-based course:  Will work to develop a vibrant and important course during fourth year that will address issues not included elsewhere, or those that require reinforcement.

Program assessment:  How do we know if we are meeting programmatic expectations?

Student assessment:  How do we handle student assessment in the new program… exams, CPX, logbook, portfolios, etc?
IT support:  What computer tech is needed for this program?

Didactics and diagnoses:  Review the lists that have been developed… modify as needed, and then assign to various clerkships, including the designation of the “top few” that will be tracked for LCME purposes.
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
