Curricular Oversight Committee
The Goal of the Curricular Oversight Committee is to provide ongoing monitoring of the required courses for Years 3 and 4. In addition it will:

· Ensure that students on each block are achieving minimal core competencies outlined in the course plan.

· Provide oversight for block curricular changes.

· Review student and faculty evaluations.

This Committee will be evaluating the 3rd and 4th year courses in real time and will participate in an active manner. The Committee will initially meet bimonthly, and will report to the Curriculum Committee.

Composition of Committee:
The Chair of the Curriculum Committee and the Associate Dean for Undergraduate Medical Education will submit potential committee members to the Curriculum Committee for approval. The Committee will be composed of six clinicians, none whom are heads of Block Rotations and one of whom should be a department chair and one basic scientist. One member of the committee should also be a member of the Curriculum Committee and can act as a liaison. The student council will nominate three student members: one from the second, third and fourth years. The third and fourth year students will mentor the second year. The Associate Dean for Undergraduate Medical Affairs and the students will be ex-officio members. A staff liaison from the OCME office will coordinate and attend the meetings. 

Length of committee assignments will be 2 years for half of the members and three years for the other half for the first term, afterwards all terms will be two years.

At each meeting the Committee will review the following data:

· The Committee will become familiar with the course summaries as outlined by the Block directors.

· Student evaluations of each block.

· Cumulative reports of the student log books.

· Results of clinical and shelf exams.

· Faculty evaluations of the course.

The Committee members will monitor trends in diagnoses, procedures, test scores and evaluations. Minutes of each meeting will be sent to the Curriculum Committee. When Block directors are anticipating substantive changes in the curriculum, the Oversight Committee would like to review and discuss the change before it is implemented. Because this group is charged to review the 3rd and 4th years’ curriculum in total, it will have insight into how block changes can affect the integrity of the program. When problem areas arise within a Block, the Committee will discuss with Block directors either verbally or in writing. Refractory issues will be referred to the Dean of UME and Curriculum Committee.
