Dr. Haiduven started the meeting at 2:07 pm. 
1. Review and approval of minutes of February 2, 2008 meeting-Dr. Haiduven asked for the group to review the minutes. Dr. Mortimer noted a typo for correction... Minutes were approved thereafter. 
2. Follow up on renaming Mini Course to something more descriptive (Dr. Haiduven)-Continuing upon a discussion in the last meeting, Dr. Haiduven asked the group to decide upon a name other than “mini-course” for the short multimedia presentations for courses. 
Discussion rested with the following decisions. 
a. It was agreed that “Course Preview” (CP) was an appropriate name 

b. These previews would be about 5-6 minutes in length and no more than 10 minutes.

c. ETA would create three templates for faculty to chose from 

d. CPs would be posted on the Academic Affairs Course Description page and linked to course in question. 
e. COPH Course Schedule document would also have a link at the top of the document providing the link to go to course previews.
f. It was also suggested to have a link in the course syllabi to course preview.

Dr. Mortimer also suggested that it would be a good idea to post the CP on You Tube as external advertising for our online courses. ETA would look into USF possibly participating via a USF You Tube Channel. 

3. Cheating Statement in Online Syllabus (S. Srinivasan) 

Per discussions in previous meeting, ETA drafted a statement for online cheating for the group to review. The following statement will be added to the COPH Online Course Syllabus Checklist. 
Cheating Statement: 

The USF College of Public Health expects students to maintain academic honesty in all courses. By virtue of being registered in an online public health course, students agree to refrain from cheating. If cheating in any form (academic dishonesty) is detected, appropriate action will be taken. (Refer to USF Academic Dishonesty Policy).

4. Discuss any implications of budget cuts on ETA/on-line instruction (E. Pracht)

The dean’s office has asked ETA to submit budget projections for 08-09 shortly. Dr. Pracht asked ETA advisory committee if they had any thoughts/suggestions that should be taken into consideration. He mentioned that undergraduate FTE has been capped by main campus but for graduate online courses there is no cap in place. Dr. Mortimer suggested that more TAs be assigned to large online courses. The ETA budget projections will be presented in the May advisory committee meeting.
5. General Updates: (S. Srinivasan)

a. Revision of Minimum Standards for Online Courses Update

Ms. Srinivasan presented the new minimum standards for online courses as a handout. These standards will be shared with all COPH faculty (after advisory committee approval) and will be used for all summer online courses and forward. If courses do not meet the standards, ETA will alert Dr. Pracht. All advisory members were asked to review the standards and send comments to ETA within a week from this meeting. Dr. Liller will be emailing this to all COPH faculty. 

b. CTE Colloquium Update

Select faculty from all campuses were invited to a luncheon colloquium with Mike Pearce, the new vice president for technology at USF. More such meetings will be held and COPH faculty can let ETA know if they are interested in being notified. 

c. Preparing to Teach Online (PTO) Update

The PTO modules are 95% done. A quick overview of the Blackboard course site was shown to all members. It is expected to release a pilot in May, tweak the modules over the summer months and have it ready for fall semester in September.  Suggestions were made that these modules should be available for faculty to browse and use as needed. Another suggestion was to submit this course to the Blackboard Greenhouse Awards next year. 

d. Summer 08 Online Course Update

Ms. Srinivasan gave an update on number of courses in summer semester. Our projections for summer are around 1000 -1200 enrollments. 

e. iTunes U & Elluminate Integration to Blackboard
Ms. Srinivasan informed the group that Blackboard now has iTunes U integration however USF Health still has a separate portal for iTunesU. iTunesU on main campus is still in pilot phase at this point with College of Education and will soon be available to all at USF.  

f. ETA Tech Workshops for Summer

6. New Business (Drs. K. Liller & K. Perrin) - Undergraduate Committee 

Dr. Liller mentioned that she is soon going to be proposing that the COPH Undergraduate Advisory Committee be termed undergraduate curriculum committee and have authority to oversee the curriculum listed for all undergraduate courses. This oversight would help monitor the instructional quality of the online and campus undergraduate courses. It was discussed that this would be first discussed within Excom before presenting to Faculty Assembly. 
7. Discussion on implications of Dean’s Lecture- Cole Camplese, Enabling the New Classroom Conversation (Dr. Haiduven)-Tabled due to time limitations
