Directions 

Listed below are the college-wide program competencies for the Ph.D. degree. It is the responsibility of the student and major advisor to complete this form at two different intervals. Students should keep originals and no hand written documents will be accepted.  

First Interval

1. Columns 1, 2 and 3 are completed before the plan is approved and is used by the doctoral committee to help form the plan of study. 

2. In column 2 indicate for each competency, a rating using the following numerical scores:  1=Not Met; 2=Partially Met; 3=Met.  

3. All entries in column 2 that are “met”, “partially met” or “unmet” must have documentation in column 3.  Documentation examples include coursework; graduate assistantship work (specific description of work and dates); non-credit academic experiences-e.g.  Seminars, conferences, professional experiences or other related experiences can be listed.  Please be explicit in your responses as to particular courses (name, year and #) and experiences that satisfy each competency.  It is expected that most competencies will have more than one entry under documentation.

4. In column 3 also indicate proposed activities, course work, etc to successfully meet the competency upon graduation for those competencies that have “partially met” and “unmet” ratings in column 2. 

5.  A copy is then attached to the plan of study and given to Beverly Sanchez. 

Second Interval: At Graduation

1. For each competency, the major advisor in collaboration with the student, will indicate in column 4, a final rating using the following numerical scores:  1=Not Met; 2=Partially Met; 3=Met.  It is not assumed that all the competency ratings at the end of the program will be a “3” or met, nor is a minimum number of “3” ratings required as a condition of graduation.

2. Complete the right hand column (column 5) the semester of graduation only if you have additions or changes previously documented in column 3.

3. No student will be approved for graduation without the completed form given to Beverly Sanchez.
