I. Approval of Minutes

The AIMS Council October 6th meeting minutes was approved. 

II. Faculty Academic Information Reporting
Ms. Strobbe began the presentation with an explanation of the necessity to move from the current College of Medicine’s faculty effort reporting system to main campus FAIR (Faculty Academic Information Reporting) system.  Ms. Strobbe stated that the current system relies solely on self reporting by faculty without validation of information submitted. In addition, the data collected in COM FAR system requires data manipulation by the business office which leads to inconsistent data and audit and compliance issues. To improve faculty effort reporting Ms. Strobbe proposed that the College of Medicine move to main campus FAIR (Faculty Academic Information Reporting). Ms Strobbe highlighted how FAIR could resolve our current validation, audit and compliance issues. Ms. Strobbe introduced Kevin Frenzel, FAIR project manager. Mr. Frenzel demonstrated the FAIR system and answer implementation questions. During the group discussion the following action items and questions were presented:  

1. Populating MD Banner with detail course information- The AIMS & COM Registrar Office will enter and maintain MD Banner course information. OCME will supply the course director and instructor information. 

2. Determining  which semester a medical course should reside .- To be determined by The AIMS Council
3. How to utilize AIMS’s assignment form and performance requirement in FAIR.- To be determined by the AIMS Council

The Council agreed to implement FAIR effective Fall 2005 semester and Summer 2005 semester data will be collected in COM’s FAR system.
