A. Personal Statement.

My research interests stem from over 20 years of professional experience working with community-based programs that
support teachers, home visitors, care coordinators, and parents of young children with developmental and behavioral challenges,
special health care needs, and birth defects. My first line of research explores early identification of developmental delays. One
study was an examination of developmental screening and referral practices from the provider perspective among health care,
social services and early education agencies in Hillsborough County. The study highlighted gaps and inconsistencies in screening
tools, practices, and referral patterns. Findings from this study were widely disseminated in the county. | have also conducted
community-based research examining parent connection to and satisfaction with services following developmental screening,
family-school partnerships, and family participation in agency-sponsored community events. Extending this research, | explored
parent recognition of, and help-seeking for, developmental concerns. In the literature, multiple factors at policy, community,
organizational, family, and child levels have been found to be associated with early parental recognition and response to a variety of
developmental concerns. Phase 1 of a mixed-method study conducted in Hillsborough County identified child, parent, family, and
community factors associated with developmental concern and enrollment in public or private developmental services using the
2007 National Survey of Children’s Health which includes a nationally representative sample of over 26,000 parents of children ages
birth to five. Phase 2 explored decision-making processes and influences for English- and Spanish-speaking families, and also
assessed parent knowledge of development and the type and number of concerns. The results of the study contribute to the
knowledge base on family processes and influences on early recognition of developmental delays and parent help-seeking, as well as
barriers and facilitators to early identification and referral.

My second area of research addresses access to services and supports for parents of children with developmental delays, birth
defects, or social-emotional disorders. | have conducted research to examine parent involvement in community events; enrollment
and satisfaction with services following community-based developmental screening; and parent, principal, and teacher perceptions
of family-school connections to support children with emotional behavioral disorders. My research has also explored access to and
satisfaction with perinatal and childhood supports and services for parents of children with Down syndrome and other birth defects
in Florida. My most recent study focuses on best practices in providing family-centered information, support and referral for parents
of children born with 12 specific birth defects in birth hospital settings. My third line of research aims to measure quality in health,
education, and community services. | have conducted program evaluations under contract to Zero to Three, to examine
implementation of the newly funded Early Head Start in Family Child Care Homes, and to the Tampa Metro YMCA, to evaluate
satisfaction with Family Child Care Home technical assistance services. | am currently employed as an Assistant Research Professor at
the University of South Florida, College of Public Health, Department of Community & Family Health conducting epidemiological and
community-based mixed-methods research related to developmental disabilities, birth defects, and maternal and child health and a
multicomponent evaluations of the Florida MIECHV home visiting program and of a local infant mental health initiative. | completed
my postdoctoral position at the University of Miami, School of Education and Human Development conducting statewide early
intervention and special education outcomes research under the auspices of the Florida Department of Health, Children’s Medical
Services, Early Steps Program and the Florida Department of Education. Future work will continue to explore perinatal health, early
childhood health and development, and family and community health using a holistic, preventive, and multidisciplinary approach to
inform research, practice, and policy.
